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WASHINGTON  – Congressman Vernon J. Ehlers will continue to lead Republicans on the Committee on House Administration in the 110th Congress after being elected as the committee’s Ranking Republican Member Thursday by the House Republican Conference.

Ehlers, R-Mich., will continue to oversee the Committee’s Republican staff and work with Committee Democrats in developing the committee’s agenda. “I am pleased and honored that my Republican colleagues have acknowledged and endorsed my work as chairman” said Ehlers, who became chairman of the Committee on Feb. 1, 2006.
